HOW IT WORKS

National History Day in Colorado (NHDC) is an affiliate of National History Day, a nationally-acclaimed social
studies and literacy program that reaches across interdisciplinary lines to challenge and engage 700,000 students
and 40,000 teachers nationwide each year. In Colorado, we reach over 27,000 students and between 500 and 600
teachers annually.




NHDC is a skills, content, and project-based learning program that teaches students important life-long skills,
including:

NHDC also promotes civic engagement by enhancing students' understanding of the relationship between past
and present.

Students develop a thesis and support their argument creatively in one of the following presentation
categories: exhibit, performance, documentary, website, or research paper.
Students can then choose to participate in their regional competition.

Contest. Nearly 600 regional winners competed at the State Contest in 2022 and more than 800 qualified. 2022
marked our first year back to a fully in-person contest following the COVID-19 Pandemic.  Both middle school and
high school students participate, and their work is judged by over 200 trained volunteer judges.

3. NATIONALS
The top two State Contest winners in each division and category (about seventy students) are invited to go to
the National History Day competition held in June at the University of Maryland near Washington D.C. Here they
have the opportunity to compete against students from across the country and the world. The 2022 National
Contest was held virtually, though NHDC took students to visit Washington, D.C. and surrounding sites.

Celeste has been a secondary and post-

secondary educator for over twenty-five years, 


during which time she has taught at urban 

schools and universities in Houston, Denver, 


and at historic Little Rock Central High School.
While teaching in Denver, she wrote curricula
for classes that continue to be taught by
teachers in the Denver Public School
system.




In Denver, she has become a constant in education. She founded and was a volunteer director of Women for
Education, expanding an early childcare education center with an initial funding drive of $3 million. During Senator
John Hickenlooper's first term as mayor of Denver, he appointed Celeste to the Early Childhood
Education Commission. Before departing Denver for a four-year stint in Little Rock, Celeste was named an
exceptional educator at Denver East High School, receiving a 2008 East Angel Award.




While at Little Rock Central High School, Celeste was appointed Teacher-Ranger-Teacher by the National Park
Service Foundation, serving at the Little Rock Central Historic Site. She was named by the Clinton 


Foundation as a Presidential Timeline National Archives Scholar for 2012.




Upon returning to Denver in 2012, Celeste founded the Colorado Student Leaders Institute, an affiliate of the
National Conference of Governor's School. With more than a fifty-year history, Governor's Schools offer high
school students a summer academic immersion program which replicates and prepares them for college.
Colorado's model, now preparing for its fifth summer program, serves 100 students each year, of which fifty percent
are free and reduced lunch eligible and/or prospective first generation college students. 


She serves on the boards of Friends of COSLI, Once Change to Grow Up, and the National Conference of
Governor's Schools, for which she serves as president. In 2019, she was honored as a Defender of Democracy by
the League of Women Voters in Colorado. Most recently, Celeste was appointed to the Gilder-Lehrman Institute of
American History President's Advisory Council.




Celeste received a B.A. in History from Principia College and an M.A. in Secondary Education, specializing in
urban students, from the University of Texas and an Executive MPA from CU Denver's School of Public Affairs.

STATE CONTEST04
Students competed in one of our regions for a chance to compete in the State Contest on April 30. Following the
COVID-19 Pandemic, 2022 marked the first time that NHDC was able to host the State Contest fully in-person on
the CU Denver Campus. There were 573 students representing 366 projects and 77 schools competed, with 64
students qualifying to compete at Nationals. 




For some students, NHDC was a year-long academic experience. Other students spent a semester or a few
months either during class or as an extracurricular activity working on their History Day projects. Students
completed projects based on the annual theme: Debate and Diplomacy in History: Successes, Consequences,
and Failures. 
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NATIONAL CONTEST05
The National Contest was held virtually this year during the month of June. 64 students representing thirty-six
projects from across the state formed "Team Colorado." NHDC also offered a trip to D.C. for winners from 2020,
2021, and 2022. We had nearly eighty students and parents join us on this trip. Our activities included visits to
Senators Bennet and Hickenlooper, a Capitol tour and conversation with Rep. Jason Crow, visits  to the National
Archives and the National African American Museum of History and Culture, a day-trip to Mt. Vernon, a haunted
history tour, and a bus tour of the monuments by moonlight.




Many donors across the state ensured that the fees for many of our qualifitiers were covered this year. TBK Bank
covered fees for  students in a number of rural and suburban areas where it has bank branches. Additional private
donors helped covered the remaining fees, including the Gilson Family Foundation and Walter S. Roseberry, III
Charitable Trust.

TEACHER TRAININGS09

In 2022, with a regional grant from Teaching with Primary Sources at Metro State University of Denver, we held two
sessions of hybrid Master Educator Workshops that included one full day of in-person instruction and four
evenings of additional online instruction and training. This event culminated with our two cohorts coming together
to showcase their own NHDC projects. Matt Fulford, an educator at Denver East High School, wrote a paper on the
Chicano Movement in Denver that will be featured in this year's upcoming Paper Journal. All teachers that
completed the training were awarded professional development hours and an NHDC Master Teacher designation.

Technology. NHDC has always prioritized funding supplies and technology for classrooms. We are now
working on providing technology to students with resource limitations in both urban and rural communities.
Teacher Camps. We have expanded our Teacher Training offering to include Teacher Camps that train
educators to be Master Teachers who help us expand our network of NHDC experts across the state.

NHDC has partnered with various organizations, including the
Colorado Women's Hall of Fame and Colorado Humanities to produce valuable resources for teachers and
students to explore local history.
