In addition to looking at labor wars and inter-ethnic relationships, this work focuses on everyday life for those Irish men and women who chose to seek their fortune in Colorado mining camps.  This social history is based upon family oral tradition, census reports, immigration records, church records, and newspaper archives.

This work is a social history of Denver's Latino youth gangs, focusing on their confrontations with the city's mainstream media and criminal justice system.  It is based upon personal interviews with former gang members, city and police records, newspaper accounts of barrio violence, and surveys and reports conducted during these years on Denver's Latino community.
