Sub-sub-subsection headers (Level 4) are indented, bolded, 
and in title case with a period at the end. The text starts in 
line with the header. 

Sub-sub-sub-subsection headers (Level 5) are 
indented, bolded, italicized, and in title case with a 
period at the end. The text starts in line with the 
header.
